(Prohibition of Waiting and Loading) Order 202*



The Reading Borough Council (hereinafter referred to as “the Council”) in exercise of the powers conferred by Sections 1, 2, 4, 124 and Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (“the Act of 1984”), as amended and of all other powers thereunto enabling and after consultation with the Chief Officer of Police in accordance with Part III of Schedule 9 to the Act of 1984 and Part 6 of the Traffic Management Act 2004 (“the Act of 2004”), hereby make the following Order:-
COMMENCEMENT AND CITATION 
1.
This Order may be cited as The Borough of Reading (Civil Enforcement Area) (Deacons Way) (Prohibition of Waiting and Loading) Order 202* and shall come into operation on      *     
DEFINITIONS AND INTERPRETATION
2.
In this Order, except where the context otherwise requires, the following expressions have the meanings hereby respectively assigned to them:-

	“ambulance”
	has the same meaning as in the Vehicle Excise and Registration Act 1994;

	“civil enforcement officer”
	has the same meaning as in section 76 of the Act of 2004;

	“contravention”
	means a failure to comply with the prohibitions and restrictions set out in this Order that may result in the issue of a penalty charge notice;

	“enactment”
	means any enactment, whether public general or local and includes any order, byelaw, rule, regulation, scheme or other instrument having effect by virtue of an enactment and any reference in this Order to any enactment as amended, applied, consolidated, re-enacted by or as having effect by virtue of any subsequent enactment;

	“loading”
	means the loading or unloading of goods to or from a vehicle;

	“telecommunication system"
	has the same meaning as in the Telecommunications Act 1984;

	“universal service provider”
	has the same meanings as in the Postal Services Act 2000;

	“penalty charge"
	has the same meaning as in section 92(1) of the Traffic Management Act 2004, as amended;

	“Penalty Charge Notice”
	means a notice issued by a person authorised to do so by the Council pursuant to the provisions of regulations 9 of The Civil Enforcement of Road Traffic Contraventions (Approved Devices, Charging Guidelines and General Provisions) (England) Regulations 2022;

	“Police, Fire Service or Ambulance”
	means any vehicle used for police purposes in emergencies or rescue operations or a vehicle used and or adapted to fight fire and specialised vehicles used for medical purposes.



	“The 2002 Regulations”
	means the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions 2002.


3.
The prohibitions imposed by this Order shall be in addition to and not in derogation of any restriction, prohibition or requirement imposed by any Regulations or Orders made or having effect as if made under the Act of 1984, or by or under any other enactment.
4.
Save where the contrary is indicated, any reference in this Order to:-

(a)
a numbered Article or Schedule is a reference to the Article or Schedule bearing that number in this Order;

(b)
this Order or another Order shall be construed as such a reference to this Order or, as the case may be, such other Order, as the same may have been or may from time to time be amended, varied or supplemented;

(c)
a Statute or Regulation shall be construed as reference to such Statute or Regulations as the same may have been or may from time to time be amended or re-enacted.

(d)
The requirements of any Article making reference to a numbered Schedule to this Order shall only have effect when a Schedule similarly numbered is appended to this Order.

(e)
Any reference in this order to any Enactment or regulations made thereunder shall

be construed as a reference to that Enactment as amended by any subsequent

Enactment or regulations.

PROBITION OF WAITING AND LOADING OF VEHICLES
5.
No person shall cause or permit any vehicle during each separately dated day, to wait or unload at any time in the lengths of road specified in the Schedule otherwise than for the purpose of crossing it.

GENERAL EXEMPTIONS TO THIS ORDER
6.
Nothing in Article 5 of this order shall render it unlawful for any vehicle during each separately dated day, to wait or unload at any time in the lengths of road specified in the Schedule so far as it is reasonably necessary to enable the vehicle to be used for any of the purposes set out hereunder of this Article for so long as may be necessary for any of those purposes:-

a. the vehicle has been asked to stop or wait upon the direction or with the permission of a Police Constable in uniform or a civil enforcement officer.

b. removal of any vehicle or to effect emergency repairs to a vehicle in so as to relieve any obstruction to traffic.
c. the vehicle has entered the said lengths of road in order prevent traffic collision.

d. the vehicle cannot be moved due to unavoidable breakdown.

e. the vehicle is being used by the Police, Fire Service or Ambulance in the exercise of their statutory duties.
f. the service of any local authority, the Environment Agency or water undertaker or a sewerage undertaker in pursuance of statutory powers or duties or in connection with the supply of gas or electricity, or any electronic communications systems as defined in the Communications Act 2003

PROBITION OF WAITING AND LOADING OF VEHICLES EXEMPTIONS
7.
Nothing in Articles 5 & 6 shall apply to any vehicle waiting in the lengths of road referred to therein for so long as reasonably necessary in the following circumstances:
(a) to enable a person to board or alight from the vehicle.
(b) the vehicle, if it cannot conveniently be used for such purpose in any other road, to be used in connection with any of the following operations, namely:-

i. building, industrial or demolition operations;

ii. the removal of any obstruction to traffic;
iii. the maintenance, improvement or reconstruction of the said lengths of road;

iv. the laying, erection, alteration or repair in or in land adjacent to the said lengths of road of any sewer or of any main, pipe or apparatus for the supply of gas, water or electricity or of any telecommunications system;

v. the service of a Local Authority or a Water Authority in pursuance of statutory powers or duties;

vi. the vehicle is being used for enforcement purposes by or on behalf of the Council;
vii. in the service of a universal service provider for the purpose of delivering or collecting postal packets as defined in section 125(1) of the Postal Services Act 2000 to premises adjacent to the said lengths of road;

viii. the vehicle to take in petrol, oil, water or air from any garage situated on or adjacent to the said lengths of road.
(c) the vehicle to wait at or near to any premises situated on or adjacent to the said lengths of road for so long as such waiting by that vehicle is reasonably necessary in connection with any wedding or funeral;

(d) the vehicle is being used to remove refuse or waste or being used for public road cleansing for or on behalf of the Council if it is reasonably necessary for that vehicle to enter pass through of the said lengths of road.

Deacon way, north side:

From a point 167m west of its junction with Scours Lane to a point 58m west of that point.
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
