The Reading Borough Council (hereinafter referred to as “the Council”) in exercise of the powers conferred by Sections 1, 2, 4, 124 and Part IV of Schedule 9 to the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (“the Act of 1984”), as amended and of all other powers thereunto enabling and after consultation with the Chief Officer of Police in accordance with Part III of Schedule 9 to the Act of 1984 and Part 6 of the Traffic Management Act 2004 (“the Act of 2004”), hereby make the following Order:-
PART 1

COMMENCEMENT AND CITATION 
1.
This Order may be cited as The Borough of Reading (Civil Enforcement Area) (Station Hill) (Parking Places, Waiting, No Stopping and Loading Restrictions) Order 202* and shall come into operation on      *     
DEFINITIONS AND INTERPRETATION
2.
In this Order, except where the context otherwise requires, the following expressions have the meanings hereby respectively assigned to them:-

	“ambulance”
	has the same meaning as in the Vehicle Excise and Registration Act 1994;

	"authorised agent"
	means the parking services contractor appointed by and acting on behalf of the Council for the purposes of the supervision and enforcement of this Order;

	“civil enforcement officer”
	has the same meaning as in section 76 of the Act of 2004;

	“contravention”
	means a failure to comply with the prohibitions and restrictions set out in this Order that may result in the issue of a penalty charge notice;

	"driver",
	in relation to a vehicle waiting in a parking place or on a road or length of road, means the person driving the vehicle at the time it was left in that parking place or road or length of road;

	“enactment”
	means any enactment, whether public general or local and includes any order, byelaw, rule, regulation, scheme or other instrument having effect by virtue of an enactment and any reference in this Order to any enactment as amended, applied, consolidated, re-enacted by or as having effect by virtue of any subsequent enactment;

	"goods"
	means goods or burden of any description and includes postal packets of any description;

	"goods vehicle"
	means a motor vehicle which is constructed or adapted for use for the carriage of goods or burden of any description and which does not exceed 5.30 metres in length or 2.25 metres in height;

	“hackney Carriages”
	means a vehicle licensed under Section 37 of the Town Police Causes Act 1847, Section 6 of the Metropolitan Carriages Act 1869, or any similar enactment;

	“loading”
	means the loading or unloading of goods to or from a vehicle;

	“telecommunication system"
	has the same meaning as in the Telecommunications Act 1984;

	“universal service provider”
	has the same meanings as in the Postal Services Act 2000;

	"owner"
	in relation to a vehicle, has the same meaning as in Section 92(1) of the Act of 2004 or the person who has the use of such a vehicle in the course of his/her employment and is entitled to use such a vehicle as though he/she were the registered keeper thereof;



	"parking place"
	has the same meaning given by section 79(7) of the Act of 2004;

	"passenger vehicle"
	means a motor vehicle (other than a motorcycle or invalid carriage) not exceeding 5.30 metres in length and 2.25 metres in height and constructed or adapted for the carriage of passengers and their effects;

	“Penalty Charge Notice”
	means a notice issued by a person authorised to do so by the Council pursuant to the provisions of regulations 9 of The Civil Enforcement of Road Traffic Contraventions (Approved Devices, Charging Guidelines and General Provisions) (England) Regulations 2022;

	“Police, Fire Service or Ambulance”
	means any vehicle used for police purposes in emergencies or rescue operations or a vehicle used and or adapted to fight fire and specialised vehicles used for medical purposes.



	“The 2002 Regulations”
	means the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions 2002.

The prohibitions imposed by this Order shall be in addition to and not in derogation of any restriction, prohibition or requirement imposed by any Regulations or Orders made or having effect as if made under the Act of 1984 or by or under any other enactment.

Save where the contrary is indicated, any reference in this Order to:-

(a)
a numbered Article or Schedule is a reference to the Article or Schedule bearing that number in this Order;

(b)
this Order or another Order shall be construed as such a reference to this Order or, as the case may be, such other Order, as the same may have been or may from time to time be amended, varied or supplemented;

(c)
a Statute or Regulation shall be construed as reference to such Statute or Regulations as the same may have been or may from time to time be amended or re-enacted.

(d)
The requirements of any Article making reference to a numbered Schedule to this Order shall only have effect when a Schedule similarly numbered is appended to this Order.

(e)
Any reference in this order to any Enactment or regulations made thereunder shall

be construed as a reference to that Enactment as amended by any subsequent

Enactment or regulations.
PART 2
PROBITION AND RESTRICTION OF WAITING AND LOADING OF VEHICLES
5.        (a)
No person shall cause or permit any vehicle during each separately dated day, to wait or unload at any time in the lengths of road specified in Schedule 1 of this Order otherwise than for the purpose of crossing it.
             (b)
No person shall cause or permit any vehicle (except Hackney Carriages) during each separately dated day, to wait between the hours of from 11pm to 5am in the lengths of road specified in Schedule 3 of this Order.
RESTRICTIONS ON LOADING AND UNLOADING
6.         (a)
No person shall cause or permit any vehicle during each separately dated day, to wait or unload at any time in the lengths of road specified in Schedules 2 of this Order for a period of more than 30 minutes.

             (b)
No person shall cause or permit any vehicle (except Hackney Carriages) during each separately dated day, to load except between the hours from 5am to 11pm in the lengths of road specified in Schedule 3 of this Order.
PROBITION OF STOPPING OF VEHICLES

7.
No person shall cause or permit any vehicle (except Hackney Carriages) during each separately dated day, to stop at any time in the lengths of road specified in Schedule 4 of this Order. 
PART 3
PROBITION OF WAITING LOADING AND STOPPING OF VEHICLES EXEMPTIONS
8.
Nothing in Articles 5, 6 and 7 shall apply to any vehicle waiting or have stopped in the lengths of road referred to therein for so long as reasonably necessary in the following circumstances:

(a) to enable a person to board or alight from the vehicle.

(b) the vehicle, if it cannot conveniently be used for such purpose in any other road, to be used in connection with any of the following operations, namely:-

i. building, industrial or demolition operations;

ii. the removal of any obstruction to traffic;

iii. the maintenance, improvement or reconstruction of the said lengths of road;

iv. the laying, erection, alteration or repair in or in land adjacent to the said lengths of road of any sewer or of any main, pipe or apparatus for the supply of gas, water or electricity or of any telecommunications system;

v. the service of a Local Authority or a Water Authority in pursuance of statutory powers or duties;

vi. the vehicle is being used for enforcement purposes by or on behalf of the Council;

vii. in the service of a universal service provider for the purpose of delivering or collecting postal packets as defined in section 125(1) of the Postal Services Act 2000 to premises adjacent to the said lengths of road;

viii. the vehicle to take in petrol, oil, water or air from any garage situated on or adjacent to the said lengths of road.

(c) the vehicle to wait at or near to any premises situated on or adjacent to the said lengths of road for so long as such waiting by that vehicle is reasonably necessary in connection with any wedding or funeral;

(d) the vehicle is being used to remove refuse or waste or being used for public road cleansing for or on behalf of the Council if it is reasonably necessary for that vehicle to enter pass through of the said lengths of road.
PART 4: 
AUTHORISATION AND USE OF PAY AND DISPLAY PARKING PLACES
9. The lengths of road specified in Schedule 5 are hereby authorised to be used as pay and display on street parking places for the parking during the permitted hours inclusive in the length of road as specified in Schedule 7 provided the driver, owner or passenger of the vehicle has paid the charges as specified in Schedule 6 of this Order. 

INSTALLATION OF TICKET MACHINES
10. The Council may: -
(a) install in such position or in the vicinity of a Parking Place a Pay and Display ticket machine as it may think fit, or such other apparatus as required by this Order for the purposes of that Pay and Display Parking Place; and

(b) carry out such other work as is authorised by this Order or is reasonably required for the purpose of that Pay and Display Parking Place.

AMOUNT AND METHOD OF PAYMENT OF CHARGES

11. The parking charges as detailed in Schedule 6 shall be payable in all cases for a vehicle left during the charging hours in a parking place specified in Schedule 5. 

12. No vehicle which has been taken away from a parking place after the minimum charge had been incurred shall until expiration shall again be left in that parking place during the charging hours return unless the minimum charge of as detailed in Schedule 6 is paid.

13. The parking charge payable shall be payable on leaving of the vehicle in a parking place specified in Schedule 5 by the insertion in the ticket machine relating to the parking place in which the vehicle is left coins or other payment method as provided on site at the pay and display ticket machine. Where more coins than one are required they shall be inserted in the ticket machine immediately one after the other. 

14. Upon payment of the minimum charge for the vehicle, the driver thereof shall exhibit on that vehicle, in accordance with the provisions of Article 16, a parking ticket issued by a pay and display ticket machine.

15. The parking ticket must be purchased from a pay and display ticket machine at the locations in relation to the street on which the parking place which is being used as provided by Schedule 7 to this Order. 

DISPLAY OF TICKETS

16. The parking ticket referred to in Articles 14 and 15 above shall be exhibited on the vehicle: - 

(a) where the vehicle is fitted with a front glass windscreen extending across the vehicle to the near side facing forwards on the near side of the glass of such windscreen, behind the glass or 

(b) where the vehicle is not fitted with a front glass windscreen on the near side of the vehicle facing towards the near side of the road 

but in all cases so that the time shown on the ticket is clearly visible to a person standing at the kerbside of the vehicle.

16.1
No vehicle shall display a parking ticket which has been previously displayed on another vehicle.
MAXIMUM PERIOD

17. When a vehicle has been left in a parking place, any person shall not within two hours after leaving be permitted to wait again in that parking place Monday to Sunday inclusive as specified in Schedule 5 of this Order.
18. When a ticket has been obtained for a parking place and the maximum waiting period for that ticket has expired, a further ticket for that parking place may not be obtained within two hours of expiry of the earlier ticket and any ticket displayed in breach of this article shall be invalid. 

EXPIRY OF PARKING PERIOD
19. The expiry time is the time exhibited on the parking ticket displayed on a vehicle. The period will have expired when the time indicated on the clock of the ticket machine that issued that parking ticket is later than the time indicated on the parking ticket and any vehicle displaying such a ticket shall be deemed to be in contravention of this Order. 
CLASS OF VEHICLE TO BE LEFT IN A PARKING PLACE
20. No person shall cause or permit any vehicle to be left in an on street parking place as authorised by Article 9 unless it is one of the following specified class of vehicles:

a. dual purpose vehicle

b. goods vehicle being less than 3.5 tonnes

c. invalid carriage

d. motor cycles

e. motor tricycles, or a

f. passenger vehicle. 

POWER TO SUSPEND A PARKING PLACE

21. No provision of this Order shall restrict the ability of the Council to close or suspend a parking place.
RESTRICTION OF USE OF A VEHICLE IN A PARKING PLACE 

22. While any vehicle is in the lengths of road set out in the Schedule to this Order no person shall use the said vehicle in connection with the sale of any article to any person in or near the parking place or in connection with the selling of or offering for sale of his/her skills or services.

PART 5
GENERAL EXEMPTIONS TO THIS ORDER
23. Nothing in this order shall render it unlawful for any vehicle during each separately dated day, to wait, load or stop at any time in the lengths of road or parking places specified in the schedules of this Order so far as it is reasonably necessary to enable the vehicle to be used for any of the purposes set out hereunder for so long as may be necessary for any of those purposes:-

a. the vehicle has been asked to stop or wait upon the direction or with the permission of a Police Constable in uniform or a civil enforcement officer.

b. removal of any vehicle or to effect emergency repairs to a vehicle in so as to relieve any obstruction to traffic.
c. the vehicle has entered the said lengths of road in order prevent traffic collision.

d. the vehicle cannot be moved due to unavoidable breakdown.

e. the vehicle is being used by the Police, Fire Service or Ambulance in the exercise of their statutory duties.
f. the service of any local authority, the Environment Agency or water undertaker or a sewerage undertaker in pursuance of statutory powers or duties or in connection with the supply of gas or electricity, or any electronic communications systems as defined in the Communications Act 2003.
PART 6

PART 7
CONTRAVENTION

25. Any person or vehicle failing to comply with any prohibition or restriction contained within this Order shall constitute a contravention of the same and shall result in the issue by the Council and/or its agents of a Penalty Charge Notice which shall be payable.
SCHEDULE 1

No Waiting No Loading At Any Time

Garrard Street, south side:

From its junction with Greyfriars Road to a point 39m east of that junction.

Garrard Street, south side:

From a point 55m east of its junction with Greyfriars Road to a point 34m west of its junction with Merchants Place.

SCHEDULE 2

Loading and Unloading At Any Time, Maximum Stay 30min
Garrard Street,south side

From a point 22m west of its junction with Merchants Place to a point 12m west of that point.

SCHEDULE 3

No Waiting At Any Time Except Hackney Carriages between 11pm and 5am. Loading Only between 5am and 11pm

Friar Street, north side:

From a point 80m east of its junction with Greyfrairs Street to a point 25m east of that point.

SCHEDULE 4

No Stopping At Any Time Except Hackney Carriages

Friar Street, north side

From a point 124m west of its junction with Station Road to a point 8m west of that point.

SCHEDULE 5

Pay & Display At Any Time Monday to Sunday inclusive, Maximum Stay 2 Hours Return Prohibited Within 2 hours Charges: Garrad Street is in Tariff Zone 1

Garrard Street, south side:

From a point 39m east of its junction with Greyfriars Road to a point 55m east of that junction.

Garrard Street, south side:

From a point 10m west of its junction with Merchants Place to a point 12m west of that point.
